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As parents we are not comfortable with the divisions and distortions
that have shaped our culture, but all too often, we end up repeating,
with a ‘Christian flavor, the divisions and distortions that we are trying
to escape from.

This evening will explore, with real examples, some ways in which
Christian education often falls short, and provide some glimpses of
what can be in classrooms that are animated and alive with biblical
vision.
